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Changes in Patterns of Wages Paid to Longshore and
10/28/95 - 1/27/96 vs. 11/2/96 - 2/1/97

Wages Paid to Class "A" Longshore & Clerk Registrants
Changes between 13 weeks ending 1/27/96 and 13 weeks ending 2/1/97

Clerk Registrants:

On October 26, 1996, the provisions of
the Memorandum of Understanding signed
July 16, 1996, were implemented. The
agreement includes an increase in the base
wage rate of $2 per hour and new skill rates
for both longshore and clerk skilled cate-
gories which were paid retroactively to
June 29, 1996. It also set forth specific
guidelines for maximum hours payments
per shift for some categories and new meth-
ods of paying certain categories of steady
employees.

This study attempts to quantify the
changes in wages paid before and after im-
plementation of the agreement. The 13-
week period between November 2, 1996,
and February 1, 1997, is compared with the
corresponding 13-week period one year
earlier. Only registered employees who
were active Class “A” registrants through-
out both periods and who were paid some
hours in each period were included. (These
data do not include retroactive payments to
hours paid before 10/26/96.)

The group of 5,801 registered long-
shore and clerk employees received an av-
erage of $18,266 per individual in the most
recent 13-weeks. This compares with an

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average of $15,578 per individual in the
corresponding 13-weeks one year earlier.

This increase in average wages is par-
tially explained by an increase in the num-
ber of hours paid during the most recent 13
weeks compared to the previous year.
While an average of 500.1 hours per em-
ployee was paid in the 1995/96 period,
515.1 hours per employee were paid in the
1996/97 period, about a 3% increase.

The two charts above show graphically
the experience of the group of registrants
studied.

In the chart on the left, each individual
is represented by a dot which is placed
along the horizontal axis based on the
wages paid to the employee in the 13-weeks
one year ago. The placement of the dot ver-
tically is based on the increase or decrease
in wages paid in the most recent 13-weeks
relative to those of a year ago. (The triangu-
lar region has been shaded on the lower left
of the graph because it cannot contain any
data—only individuals with some wages in
both periods were included in the popula-
tion.)

The bar chart on the right shows, as hor-
izontal bars, the number of individuals
whose wages increased or decreased by
$1,000 groupings. For example, the longest
bar in the chart slightly above the “No
Change” line is the count of individuals
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whose wages increased by $2,000-$3,000
between 10/28/95-1/27/96 and 11/2/96-
2/1/97.

It is apparent from this chart that the
bulk of the Class “A” registrants have ex-
perienced an increase in wages paid for
hours in the most recent 13 weeks relative
to the same period one year ago.

A set of analogous charts are shown on
page 2. Each of these charts shows a subset
of the individuals shown in the charts on
this page, above. Specifically, charts are
shown for each of the major longshore lo-
cals and for each of the clerk locals. Sepa-
rate charts are shown for the longshore
registrants and for the clerk registrants in
Local 23 (Tacoma).

All of the other longshore locals in each
Area have been grouped into a single sub-
set. (The clerk registrants in the multichar-
tered locals in California are included in the
appropriate longshore locals subsets.)

It should be noted that the changes in
average number of hours paid per registrant
are not uniform among all subsets of em-
ployees. For example, the Pacific North-
west suffered significant interruption of
operations in the 1996/97 period caused by
unusually severe winter weather condi-
tions, and the work opportunity in some of
these port areas was reduced accordingly.
