the total registered longshore work force.
Weighted Tons per Registrant

The charts on the left compare the long-
shore registration to the amount of weight-
ed tonnage reported in each quarter by
plotting a calculated “weighted tons per
registrant” value for each quarter.

The first pair of graphs, upper left,
show the coast total weighted tonnage re-
ported by quarter since the 4th quarter 1987
and the calculated value for weighted tons
per registrant. (Weighted tonnage is the
sum of containerized cargo, lumber & logs,
autos & trucks, general cargo, and 1/50 of
bulk cargo.) The vertical bar graph repre-
sents weighted tonnage. The calculated
value for weighted tons per registrant is
plotted as a solid black line in the lower of
the two graphs.

Casuals and Visitors

Also plotted, as a dotted line, is a value
which adjusts the weighted tons per regis-
trant for the percent of longshore hours
paid atlongshore occupation codes exclud-
ing mechanics, gear, grain codes, etc. This
adjusted value represents an estimate of the
weighted tons per registrant which would
be observed if all longshore hours were
paid to the registered longshore work force
and none to casuals.

Equivalent pairs of charts are presented
for each major port area. Note that the ad-
justed weighted tons per registrant values
for each major port area also are corrected
for the hours paid to registrant from locals
other than the “home™ longshore locals.

As a Percent of Coast Total

A third chart is provided for each major
port area showing, by quarter, the percent
of coast total weighted tonnage reported in
that port area (white line) and the percent-
age of the coast registered longshore work
force in the home longshore local (exclud-
ing mechanics).
