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West Coast Martime Industry Lost Time Injury &
Iliness Rate Drops for Seventh Straight Year!

The West Coast Maritime Industry
achieved a record low in lost time injury and
illness incident rate in 1999. The rate dropped
from 9.24 in 1998 to an unprecedented 8.52 in
1999. This marks the seventh consecutive
year that the coast wide accident rate has de-
clined, an accomplishment in which the In-
dustry can take great pride.

To honor PMA member companies, indi-
viduals, and ILWU Locals for their outstand-
ing achievements in waterfront safety and
health, the PMA Area Safety Awards presen-
tations for 1999 were held the first week of
March 2000. The Northern and Southern Cal-
ifornia Areas celebrated their 51st Annual
Awards presentations, while the Washington
Area and the Oregon Area marked their 52nd
Annual Awards ceromonies.

The Awards presentations were first held
in 1949 in the Pacific Northwest where they
were started by the Water Front Employers
Association of the Pacific Coast (a precursor
to Pacific Maritime Association).

In 1999, as has generally been the case in
the past, most accidents resulted from slips,

trips, and falls. Although these may not sound
like serious accidents, they can cause exten-
sive pain and suffering and can result in lost
time from work. These are also some of the
most preventable accidents. Supervisors and
their employees should foster awareness and
correct work hazards that may lead to slips,
trips, and falls. The primary goal each day
should be “to help YOU go home safe.”

Life Saving Awards
At the Southern California Area awards,
Pedro Calderon, Gary Wolf, and Jeremy
Davis were honored with a Life Saving Award
for their heroic efforts in saving the life of a
fellow longshoreman on October 13, 1999.

While working at the Port of Hueneme, a
longshoreman was lifted along with a contain-
er when his leg got entangled in a tag line. As
he dangled beneath the container, the individ-
ual struck the side of ship as the container was
swung out over the water. As he was being
brought back over the dock, the injured work-
er fell to the dock when his leg was released
from the tag line. Seeing the situation, three
members of Local 46 rushed to his aid.

Pedro Calderon managed to cushion the
victim’s fall and kept him from sliding off the
dock into the water. Gary Wolf and Jeremy
Davis provided first aid and assisted in getting
the unconscious and badly bleeding long-

shoreman back onto the dock until the para-
medics arrived.

At the Oregon Area Awards, members of
Walking Bosses Local 92 and Longshore Lo-
cal 21 were also honored with a Life Saving
Award.

On December 9th, 1999, a longshoreman
in Longview, WA landed headfirst on the bul-
wark of a vessel when he fell from a deckload
of logs. Walking bosses Jim Bryant and
Harold Davis organized the rescue, and Shelly
Porter, Toby Vilhauer, and Robert Roden ad-
ministered first aid. Bruce Johnstun assisted
with the safety boat, and Jim Holde and Ralph
Rider prepared the safety basket. All of these
workers responded very quickly and effec-
tively and probably saved Mr. Fowler’s life.

Dick Kolodziejski Award

The prestigious Dick Kolodziejski Award
was presented by Richard Buonocore of
Stevedoring Services of America to C. Ray
Waters, PMA Area Accident Prevention Su-
pervisor, for his dedicated work and signifi-
cant contribution to accident prevention in the
Southern California Area.
