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Year End Registration in Major Longshore Locals

Longshore, Clerk, and Foreman Registration by Year:
Nearly a Half-Century of Change

Total longshore registration at the end of
1952 (the earliest date for which data are
available) was 14,016. At the end of March
2000, it was 7,599, a reduction of 46%.
Clerk registration has gone from 1,885 in
1956 to 1,522, and the number of registered
walking bosses/foremen has declined from
742 to 569 in the same period.

The charts shown below and on the next
page chronicle the changes in registration

levels of the longshore, clerk, and walking
boss/foreman work force. The charts below
show the year end registration in each of the
five major longshore locals and for the re-
mainder of the locals as a group.

Two graphs are presented for each local.
The lower of each pair shows as a vertical
bar the registration at the end of each payroll
year since 1952; the bar representing the
year 2000 is the registration at the end of

March.

The graph above the bar chart is a line
graph showing the percentage of the coast
total longshore registration that the local
comprised at the end of the year. Note that
the scale of the percentage graph is different
for each of the locals, for example, the scale
for the Local 13 runs from 20% to 60% of
the coast total longshore count, while the
chart for Local 19 runs from 6% to 14%.

Total Coast Longshore Registration
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The trend in longshore registration
since the late 1960s among all of the locals
shown except for Locals 13 and 23 is down-
ward. Local 10 (San Francisco Bay Area)
has dropped from its 1952 level of 5,308 to
1,056 in March, and shows a decrease from
38% of the coast longshore count to 14% to-
day. Local 19 (Seattle) has gone from
13.5% in 1952 to 7.5% now; Local 8 (Port-
land), from 11.4% to 6%; and the smaller lo-
cals, from 16.4% to 12.5%.

Local 13 in Los Angeles/Long Beach
has grown from 21% of the coast longshore
cadre to 53%. Its current registration level is
4,200, about three hundred above the 1963
peak. Longshore registration in Local 23
(Tacoma) is currently 75 above its 1958 lev-
el of 455.

Clerk and Foreman Registration
Data for clerk and walking boss/fore-

man registration is available from the end of
1958. As is shown in the three graphs at the

upper right of this page, present clerk and
foreman registration has seen less percent-
age reduction since the late 1950s than has
longshore registration.

In 1958, clerks made up 11.5% of the to-
tal work force, and foreman, an additional
4.5%; longshore registrants accounted for
the remaining 86%. By contrast, in March,
clerk registration of 1,522 was 15.7% of the
total, and the 569 foreman registrants are
5.9% of the combined work force. Long-
shore now is about 78.4% of the registered
work force.

Locals 34 (San Francisco Bay Area) and
63 (Los Angeles/Long Beach) show decid-
edly opposite trends. In 1958, registration
in Local 34 was 859, compared to 271 at the
end of March. Local 63, however, showed a
registration level of 571 at the end of 1958,
and today boasts a count of 910. Local 63 is
the third largest longshore, clerk, or fore-
man local on the coast today.

Walking boss/foreman registration in
Northern California shows the same profile
as that of the clerks’ local. Local 91 has de-
creased from 189 to 69. Local 94 in South-
ern California today has 348 registrants
compared to 315 in 1958. (It is interesting
that the count in Local 94 at the end of 1959
was also 348.)

Registration in the clerk and foreman lo-
cals of Oregon and Washington has moved
downward in the period shown, but Wash-
ington Area clerk counts have reduced by a
very small amount compared with the other
three locals.
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In the Tonnage graphs above, bars represent monthly totals, and the lines show 12-month moving averages.
